And 
from 2014-2017, Andy served as expert consultant with the University of Iloilo, Philippines in the 
establishment of their inaugural Career Center. Andy is an elected Board leader—he is a past president 
of NACE, the National Association of Colleges and Employers, and he was inducted into the highly 
selective NACE Academy of Fellows in 2016, in recognition of his impact on the profession.  
 
Andy is an active Professional Certified Coach (PCC), a speaker, facilitator, author, and member of 
several associations, networks, and coaching organizations—including the International Coaching 
Federation (ICF), the PQ Positive Intelligence Community, and the Co-Active Training Institute (CTI) 
where he earned his credential as a Certified Professional Co-Active Coach (CPCC). He is an authorized 
trainer for the DiSC Workplace assessment.  Andy is also an experienced facilitator and is trained in 
Organization & Relationship Systems Coaching by CRR Global.
